Asheville Cars & Coffee events are held monthly, on the 3rd 

Saturday of the month. They normally take place in the Bilt-

more Mall parking lot, corner of I-26 and Brevard Road (191).  

The January 22nd event was held at The Winning Collection 

(TWC) Motorsport. 

What made this event special was the gracious invitation by 

Tom Coleman, the owner of TWC (The Winning Collection) 

Motorsport, to hold the event at his shop.  This was especially 

appreciated as the temperatures hovered around 28 degrees 

during the event hours of 9:00 a.m. to 12:00 p.m. 

TWC Motorsport is a high-end restoration/custom/race shop.  

In addition to being spacious and meticulously clean, the vehi-

cles, in various stages of build, were also first class in nature.  

They included a mid 60õs Custom Corvette and a late 60õs 

Chevelle both with mile deep paint, high horsepower motors 

and acres of polished aluminum and carbon fiber components.   

A 70õs Ford Cobra Jet was in the early stages of restoration 

and a Woody Wagon with doors and body that would make 

any cabinetmaker proud.  There was a completed late 60õs 

Camaro and Tomõs Porsche 911 set up for racing with a carbon 

fiber vinyl wrap on the entire body with all the lines straight 

as an arrow.   

Finally, there were 

three frames in various 

stages of build that dis-

played the shopõs level 

of detail by the welds 

that were ground per-

fectly smooth with 

plumbing and wiring 

that was either neatly 

done or hidden from view.  There were other cars and bare 

bodies in the shop and Tom placed no restrictions on us as we 

explored them all. 

TWCõs showroom was also open to us, and the ôeye candyõ was 

amazing.  The cast of characters included a Ferrari 355, Aston 

Martin V8 Vantage, õ65 Pontiac GTO, Porsche 356, an early 

70õs Porsche 911, an early 60õs T-Bird convertible, a Ferrari 

Dino with 7,000 original miles and a 1929 Pierce Arrow.   

There was plenty of ôeye candyõ outside the shop as well with 

somewhere near 40 people in attendance, including 6 from the 

Upstate.  The parking lot was full of various Porsches, BMWs, 

Mercedes, a Maserati, a custom pickup and others.

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Welcome to Spring!  I want to discuss two topics in this column.  The first is our 

upcoming Performance Center (PC) event.  It is scheduled for March 27, 2011 and 

will be similar to the previous afternoon/evening events weõve held at the PC.  We 

will drive PC cars in track events and have a BBQ lunch.  The exact times have yet 

to be determined, but expect something in the order of a 10am start with a 3-4pm 

end.  This event will be announced via email and by email only during the first week 

of March.  If you are interested in attending this event, please be sure youõve signed 

up at the Sandlapperbmw.org website for our email list.  It is self-explanatory.  

Youõll also need to be a member of motorsportreg.com as this site will handle regis-

tration.  

The second is something rather unique.  In case youõre not aware, BMW has been 

migrating all of their cars to computer-controlled functionality in all aspects of op-

eration.  What this means is that whenever you physically move the light switch in 

your car to turn the lights on, several computer modules communicate with each 

other to illuminate the specific lights of your car that the software has been pro-

grammed to òenableó when you turn the switch.  This module software is why you 

can roll down your windows with the remote, but cannot roll them up.  BMW was 

encouraged to not allow you to raise your windows or your convertible top with the 

carõs remote, so they removed that capability programmatically.  Think and thank 

lawyers.  Our country needs tort reform in the worst kind of way, but alas, this is a 

different story for a different timeé 

With every good challenge comes someone with a good work-around.  Recently pub-

lic domain software has become available to allow owners the capability to repro-

gram functionality into the cars.  With this software and a cable that hooks up be-

tween the car and a laptop, there are many options that can be changed to provide 

additional capabilities.  Learning to do this yourself is possible, but risky, as some 

things that can be changed can keep 

your car from even operating properly.  

So there are people who have put to-

gether lists of options that can be 

modified and theyõll do it for you.  I 

cannot explain them all here, but Iõve 

included a list from an individual who 

will reprogram a car to allow extra 

functions.  As you will see, there are 

many functions available. 

As a quick example, I recently updated 

my 2010 E92 M3 to the new LED tail-

lights released on the 2011 model.  I 

liked the way these lights looked, so I purchased a set to retrofit into my car.  The 

BMW dealerõs computer could not reprogram the M3õs module to recognize these 

lights as a retrofit.  I had researched for an alternate solution and found it in a tool 

called òAutologicó used primarily by independent repair shops.  This device already 

had software resident to reprogram my carõs module to properly enable these lights 

as a retrofit.  I found several SC shops with this tool and scheduled my car to be 

programmed.  There were several other retrofit options available within this device.  

Several of these shops are active  Sandlapper Chapter members.    

To find someone to perform the changes Iõve included below, you will need to visit 

the BMW oriented forums on the web and do a little searching.  The Autologic will 

not perform this level of changes.

Battery Care 

If your car is driven only for short distances of less than 10 miles 

over a prolonged period of time, without an occasional drive at 

highway speeds, the engineõs charging system will not maintain 

the battery. Insufficient use of the vehicle could result in short 

term starting problems and, in the long term, could damage the 

battery.  

In case the car is not operated for several weeks, it is advisable 

to:  

Consider using a proper trickle charger, following the 

charger manufacturerõs instructions, to maintain the bat-

teryõs state of charge; or  

Consult BMW about battery removal. Once removed, the 

battery must be charged and stored in a cool, dry place 

where it can be protected from freezing. If the battery will 

be stored for over 3 months, it must be recharged every 3 

months, or else it will become damaged and useless.  

Some customers have found that by locking 

their BMWs overnight or for a short period of time is suffi-

cient to help keep their batteries charged.

e. Can selectively pick which options you want enabled/disabled 

2. Welcome light activations: 

a. Set how the welcome lights come on 

b. Fading or Instant on for Angel eyes, corner lights, fog lights, 

rear fog lights, rear tail lights, rear brake lights, under handle 

lights, parking lights, and LEDõs  

c. Allow Xenonõs to fire when welcome lights activated 

3. Turn off inner/outer, or both daytime running lights on rear taillights 

4. Make the emergency signals double blink when turned on, or after a 

crash incident 

5. Turn off cold or hot monitoring for any lights (to remove errors for non-

OEM equip)  

Cluster Related: 

1.  Turn off the annoying òkey in ignitionó gong  

2.  Add the digital velocity to Non-M cars (V=## mph)  

3.  Add instantaneous digital MPG to M cars  

4.  Remove the over optimistic correction to the digital speed display 

 

There are many other custom options available, including coding for vehicles 

that were retrofitted with new equipment. I can add/remove any options to 

your vehicle for the reason at hand.  If youõve read this far, one such person

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Smile For the Camera

 With warm weather around the corner, Sandlapper 

members from around the state are going to be heading to the 

beach. Some members will notice a new kind of sign along the 

side of I-95 in Ridgeland, òSpeed Limit Photo Enforced.ó 

Shortly after the sign, there is an RV tucked under an over-

pass, with cables running across traffic to the median, where 

two cameras on tripods are checking speeds, and photograph-

ing drivers and license plates as cars generally brake at the 

strange sight, and are often distracted by the flash that it 

gives off. One driver even hit the camera last year, destroying 

it. 

            Fortunately for 

drivers, there wonõt be 

any tickets for 71 in a 70 

coming in the mail. After 

doing some research on 

the cameras, I learned 

they are being operated 

by iTraffic, who is under 

contract with 

the Ridgeland city police department. This òfor profitó com-

pany registered in Ridgeland operates the cameras and soft-

ware that captures the registration number and driverõs face 

on every car exceeding 81 MPH, and when the registered own-

ersõ drivers license photo matches, they will mail out a ticket. 

This is in violation of a SC statute requiring a driver to be 

served within one hour of an infraction. 

            South Carolina lawmakers have taken note. In 

fact, photo based tickets have been explicitly illegal since 2010 

under South Carolina law. The only times in which a speed or 

red-light camera can legally operate is during a declared state 

of emergency. Despite this, the Ridgeland police department, 

the Ridgeland Mayor and iTraffic have signed a five-year con-

tract for this service to continue on I-95.  There is a class-

action lawsuit currently pending against the town, and a spe-

cific ban is currently in the state legislature. The three entities 

have argued that by posting a police officer in the RV unit on 

the side of I-95, they are exempt from this ruling. 

            Phoenix, AZ was notoriously the first Ameri-

can jurisdiction to institute speed cameras, and has recently 

ceased operation of these, after it was proven that there was 

no safety advantage brought, and with outcry that it was en-

tirely for private revenue. Maryland routinely uses speed cam-

eras, and in most other states they are not used. Speed cam-

eras are routinely used throughout Europe and Asia. 

            As for me, I know I wonõt be getting any tickets from 

the Ridgeland speed trap, but for whoever is looking at the 

pictures, the engorged face of the Hillary Clinton mask I 

bought after Halloween will hopefully get a laugh.
